Vitamin D Deficiency by Dr. Michael Mangold A Wolimass o ormed

Vitamin D deficiency affects almost all of us here in Wisconsin due to inadequate exposure to sunlight.
Vitamin D affects bone growth, hormone formation, neuromuscular function, and inflammation. A simple and
relatively inexpensive blood test ($169 at Dynaca
line value that is used to determine supplement dosing. The compound is found naturally in milk, fatty fishes,
eggs, beef, and mushrooms. It is also formed from exposure to UV light but that process is limited in this area
of the world.

Supplements containing Vitamin D can be purchased over-the-counter or your physician can prescribe it.
Taking too much Vitamin D may be toxic so continuous monitoring even with over -the-counter
supplementation is recommended.
